Mr. Andruss explained that on May 1, 2020, Ms. Parma provided 1) copies of
previously-paid invoices from LRE Water related to services provided in support of
GMA 15's development of a DFC, 2) a treasurer's report for the GMA 15 funds as
of May 1,2020, and 3)a statement as of April 30, 2020 for the bank account holding
the committee's funds.

MOTION: Mr. Andruss moved move to 1) ratify the payment of LRE Invoices TX
316 and TX 323 by PVGCD; 2) accept and approve the treasurer's report for the
GMA 15 funds as of May 1, 2020 and the statement as of April 30, 2020 for the
bank account holding the committee’s funds. Mr. Brasher seconded the motion.
The motion passed unanimously.

On June 10, 2020, Mr. Perez of TWDB notified the committee that non-essential
travel, including attendance a GMA meeting, is currently restricted and provided
the attached message regarding TWDB updates.

Mr. Andruss explained that the following districts have submitted their annual
reports to the committee as a means to demonstrate each district's achievements
during the previous year: Calhoun County GCD, Goliad County GCD, Pecan Valley
GCD, Texana GCD, and Victoria County GCD. Based on a review of the reports it
appears that each district is having a positive effect on conserving and protecting
groundwater, preventing waste of groundwater, and making efforts to achieve the
DFC.
